
WHY SHOULD WE REMEMBER THE DEATH OF CHRIST? 
 

 

 

Later, knowing that all was now completed, and so that the Scripture would be fulfilled, Jesus 
said, "I am thirsty.” A jar of wine vinegar was there, so they soaked a sponge in it, put the sponge 
on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and lifted it to Jesus' lips. When he had received the drink, Jesus 
said, "It is finished." With that, he bowed his head and gave up his spirit.  

Now it was the day of Preparation, and the next day was to be a special Sabbath. Because the 
Jews did not want the bodies left on the crosses during the Sabbath, they asked Pilate to have 
the legs broken and the bodies taken down. The soldiers therefore came and broke the legs of 
the first man who had been crucified with Jesus, and then those of the other. But when they 
came to Jesus and found that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. Instead, one of 
the soldiers pierced Jesus' side with a spear, bringing a sudden flow of blood and water. The 
man who saw it has given testimony, and his testimony is true. He knows that he tells the truth, 
and he testifies so that you also may believe. These things happened so that the scripture would 
be fulfilled: "Not one of his bones will be broken,” and, as another scripture says, "They will look 
on the one they have pierced." JOHN 19:28-37 NIV 

THE BURIAL OF JESUS  

Later, Joseph of Arimathea asked Pilate for the body of Jesus. Now Joseph was a disciple of 
Jesus, but secretly because he feared the Jews. With Pilate's permission, he came and took the 
body away. He was accompanied by Nicodemus, the man who earlier had visited Jesus at night. 
Nicodemus brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about seventy-five pounds. Taking Jesus' 
body, the two of them wrapped it, with the spices, in strips of linen. This was in accordance with 
Jewish burial customs. At the place where Jesus was crucified, there was a garden, and in the 
garden a new tomb, in which no one had ever been laid. JOHN 19:38-41 NIV  
 

1. Jesus’ death broke the heart of God. 

Precious in the sight of the LORD is the death of His godly ones. PSALM 116:15 NASB 

2. Jesus died so I could live. 
 

For Christ [the Messiah Himself] died for sins once for all, the Righteous for the unrighteous (the 
Just for the unjust, the Innocent for the guilty), that He might bring us to God. In His human body 
He was put to death, but He was made alive in the spirit. 1 PETER 3:18 AMPLIFIED  

 
Yet He has now reconciled you in His fleshly body through death, in order to present you before 
Him holy and blameless and beyond reproach.  COLOSSIANS 1:22 NASB  

 
3. Jesus’ death teaches me what love really is. 

 
Greater love has no one than this, that one lay down his life for his friends. JOHN 15:13 NASB  
 
We know love by this, that He laid down His life for us; and we ought to lay down our lives for the 
brethren. 1 JOHN 3:16 NASB  
 
 

4. Jesus’ death teaches me how to live. 



 

You must have the same attitude that Christ Jesus had. Though he was God, he did not think of 
equality with God as something to cling to. Instead, he gave up his divine privileges; he took the 
humble position of a slave and was born as a human being. When he appeared in human form, 
he humbled himself in obedience to God and died a criminal’s death on a cross.       
PHILIPPIANS 2:5-8 NLT   

Whoever does not carry his own cross and come after Me cannot be My disciple.  
LUKE 14:27 NASB 

 
And he who does not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me. 
MATTHEW 10:38 NASB 
 

5. Jesus asked his followers too! 

For I received from the Lord what I also passed on to you: The Lord Jesus, on the night he was 
betrayed, took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and said, "This is my body, 
which is for you; do this in remembrance of me." In the same way, after supper he took the cup, 
saying, "This cup is the new covenant in my blood; do this, whenever you drink it, in 
remembrance of me." For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the 
Lord's death until he comes.  

Therefore, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be 
guilty of sinning against the body and blood of the Lord. A man ought to examine himself before 
he eats of the bread and drinks of the cup. For anyone who eats and drinks without recognizing 
the body of the Lord eats and drinks judgment on himself. That is why many among you are weak 
and sick, and a number of you have fallen asleep.
